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Objective: to research the scale, segment directions, genre and technical diversity of the demanded social-communicative
technologies in the process of anti-corruption policy implementation.
Method: social-communicative method, based on the research of authority and communications phenomenon studied

in the works by N. Luhmann and J. Habermas.

Results: Basing on sociological data of international, federal and regional research, the authors state the population
dissatisfaction with the results of anti-corruption policy of the state, the demand for transition from declaration of the principle
of authorities’ transparency to the open data and to broadening the social corruption counteraction initiated by the citizens.

Scientific novelty: The main status subjects and objects in the field of corruption crimes and anti-corruption policy are defined,
the efficiency is analyzed of various forms of communicative technologies initiated by the authorities and the civil society.

Practical value: To solve the revealed problems in the sphere of informative-media provision of anti-corruption measures, it is
proposed to implement integrative communicative technologies to prevent and eliminate the corruptive factors and circumstances.
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Introduction

In the modern society the social communication is
an effective means of solving the socially important
tasks. Corruption, penetrating into all spheres of
the Russian society, is a topical social problem
demanding complex, systematic counteraction
measures, initiated both by the state and the civil
society. The objective of anti-corruption policy is not
only to response to unlawful actions but “to eliminate
(minimize) the causes and conditions which generate
and nourish corruption”, by the President of “Indem”
Fund and “Anti-corruption” Public Union G.
A. Satarov [1, p. 39]. To accomplish the task, the legal
and organizational measures should be accompanied
by adequate social communications. When studying
the scale, segment directions, genre and technical
diversity of the demanded social-communicative
technologies in the process of anti-corruption policy
implementation, the authors implemented the social-
communicative approach based on the methodology

by J. Habermas and N. Luhmann, as well as the
“corruption formula” formulated by R. Klitgaard.

Research results

Social-communicative technologies are defined by
the researchers as “purposeful activity of managing
a social subject’s communication, aimed at solving
a socially-significant task” [2]. The object of com-
municative technologies is human consciousness and
behavior, forming the anti-corruption mentality-action
of citizens based on both traditional information-
media means and modern information-communicative
technologies (further referred to as ICT). The direction
on forming the intolerance towards corruptive behav-
ior is translated by federal and regional legislators,
specifying the information-communicative measures
and methods: provision of mass media independence,
publicity and informative transparency of state au-
thorities; citizens’ access to information; development
of public control institutions; implementation of anti-
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corruption expertise and monitoring; anti-corruption
education and propaganda, etc.

For the oretical proves of the topical directions
and communicative technologies of forming the
anti-corruption outlook and behavior, basing on legal
norms, we should turn to the “Formula of corruption”
discovered by an American researcher R. Klitgaard:
“Corruption = Monopoly + Freedom of action — ac-
countability” [3]. As counter to the constitutional
division of powers, the state in Russia is privatized
by the officials, the main status player in the field of
corruptive crimes are the state executive bodies, the
administrative-political elite. The “monopoly” in
power and information plus “freedom of action” ““at
discretion”, not limited by the court and legislation
power minus “accountability” presuming trans-
parency of power, public control and independent
mass media. The result of this arithmetic is “SEB”,
i.e. state executive bodies, the Russian power elite.
This interpretation of the formula referring to the
Russian reality is confirmed by the results of socio-
logical research of various levels. In the global rating
Transparency International®*-2013, which estimated
the level of corruption among state servants and poli-
ticians, Russia occupied the 127" position out of 177"
In the opinion of the Russians, the officials (74 %)
are the most corrupted social group, alongside with
the police (66 %), court and parliamentary systems
(59 % and 54 % accordingly)?. In the opinion of the
Tatarstan citizens, the main cause of corruption is
the lack of control over the officials’ actions, their
income and expenses (43,5 %) and the possibility to
make individual decisions by the officials (31,1 %)°.

Thus, the administrative-political elite is the main
object at which the modern anti-corruption social
technologies should be aimed. At the same time, it
is this actor that is the main status subject of forming

and implementing the anti-corruption policy, i.e.
selection of information from the point of view of
both its content and the technologies in use.

The cause of this pathology of the system which
permits such deviant behavior of “state servants” (by
R. Klitgaard) is the monopoly and permissiveness
with lack of control. Control and accountability of the
ruling subject presume the developed state-civil com-
munications, participation of citizens in the politics
and making state decisions. However, it is the unde-
veloped civil society and lack of public control that
become the causes of corruption, according to 31 % of
respondents from Tatarstan Republic*. To achieve the
social optimum, the political will of the ruling subject
is demanded, its transparency and motivated social
activity of the citizens. The transparency of power is
the work of the modern government in “open data”
regime, with accessible communicative channels for
the citizens. The social-communicative activity of the
citizens is revealed both vertically — that is partici-
pation of the civil society structures in preparation,
adopting and control over execution of the power
decisions; and horizontally — that is forming (col-
lecting and analyzing) and distributing of the socially
important information of anti-corruption orientation.

Thus, the most innovative information-communi-
cative method of power transparency provision and
creating the reliable mechanism of “feedback” with
population is the Open government. The open infor-
mation not only serves as a preventive anti-corruption
measure but creates conditions for revealing the
existing facts illegal activity. Within the frameworks
ofthe Open government of the Russian Federation, the
“Open Tatarstan” system® is being formed, which will
comprise 4 blocks: “Electronic services” (138 state ser-
vices), “People’s control” (has been functioning since
2012), “Electronic petitions” and “Accountability of
Departments”. The new regional portal is going to
render open information on 24 sectors, 26 ministries
and departments. To reduce corruptive pathologies, the
following criteria of the power transparency will be
taken into account: availability of socially-significant
services, access to necessary information and partici-
pation in the governing of the region, i.e. the expertise
of state orders, elaboration of legal acts, estimation of
the efficiency of the officials’ activity.

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The electronic-communicative environment in its
modern form offers the official web-sites of power
bodies to the citizens. Openness of various categories
of information varies greatly in different regions. The
monitoring of official sites of executives bodies of
various RF subjects, carried out by the Freedom of
Information Fund in 2013, showed that only 49,4 %
of Federation subjects had the freely accessible plan
for corruption counteraction®, including the site of the
Tatarstan government. The information is added to the
Tatarstan official sites is carried out not spontaneously,
but in accordance with the “General requirements” for
allocating information on corruption counteraction.

The actions of the authorities in the Internet are
complemented by the mobilizing Internet-activity
of the citizens: 81 % of respondents, according to
Transparency International, are ready to distribute
data about corruption via social networks’. The
competent using of the open sources of information
(site of state purchases, data of the Russian Register
Agency, declarations of incomes and expenses of
the officials) allowed the civil activists to launch a
number of anti-corruption projects in the Internet.
With the support of “Civil Initiatives Committee”, the
Center for anti-corruption Research of Transparency
International — Russia created the largest replenished
database on the incomes of deputies, officials, and
representatives of regional authorities and other
state bodies®. “The Declarator” accumulates data and
makes them public. An even larger project of public
control is connected with the anti-corruption activ-
ity of a non-profit organization “Fund for Struggle
against Corruption”*. The directions of research
carried out by the Fund are varied. Elimination of
corruption in state orders is realized in “RosPil” proj-

ect: in 2011-2013 417 claims were submitted, out of
which 285 are grounded, 40 tenders for the total of
9.32 bln roubles were completely eliminated’. Thus,
the civil virtual initiative is tangibly beneficial for the
state budget. A similar project is initiated in Tatarstan:
a blogger T. Timurshin announced the formation of
Interregional public organization “Anti-corruption”?,
whose informative-legal support will be provided by
“Yopolis” portal.

Admitting the promising character of network
projects, it should be born in mind that, according to
Levada-Center*, 32 % of the Russian never use the
Internet'! [4]. That is why it is quite logical that mass
media is the priority source of information about the
Tatarstan authorities: newspapers, television, radio
(77-78%)'%. In accordance with Art. 12 of the Law
“On corruption counteraction in Tatarstan Republic’'?,
the system of state orders and grants stimulates anti-
corruption propaganda in electronic and printed mass
media of the Republic. The mass media should lead
“the enlightenment work in the society concerning the
issues of corruption counteraction in all revelations,
up-bringing of the sense of civil responsibility for the
anti-corruption programs implemented, strengthening
trust in authorities”. Consequently, more than a half
of Tatarstan respondents know about anti-corruption
propaganda in mass media — 57 %'“. By the initiative
or with participation of heads of state bodies, 1358
materials on corruption were published. Of them: 163
television items, 185 printed materials, 269 materials

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on sites of electronic newspapers and Internet portals,
741 materials in regional mass media'>. Thus, the
anti-corruption informative measures comprise the
whole technologically available range of the modern
means of mass communication. The traditional means
of state anti-corruption propaganda include public
events and contests, well-known since Soviet times,
including those for mass media. In Tatarstan they are
as follows: annual Republican Contest “Corruption:
journalist’s view”, annual Anti-corruption marathon,
which is a set of propaganda events timed to Interna-
tional Anti-corruption Day.

The quality and quantity of information on anti-
corruption events in the local mass media in 2013
is estimated by the population as follows: 39,6 %
respondents think that the information is complete
enough, 35,1 % think that there is a lot of informa-
tion, but it does not cover all aspects of the problem'.
In general, 74,7 % of the respondents evaluate the
information of anti-corruption orientation in the local
mass media as sufficient. With the account of federal
and Republican newspapers, in which the quantity
and quality of information is evaluated even higher
(85,6 % and 85 % accordingly), we can conclude that
the region obtains full information on the subject.

Despite that fact, from 12 % to 23 % respondents
are not satisfied with the media coverage of anti-
corruption activity'’, which actualizes the demand
for varied communicative technologies of corruption
counteraction. This is the trend of “Bez problem” (No
problems) anti-corruption independent newspaper of
Tatarstan Republic (Chistopol)'®. With a small cir-
culation (3000 copies) and local (in several regions)
distribution, the newspaper makes an attempt to
implement an independent public information policy
on the issue of anti-corruption.

A similar policy is implemented by a specialized
on-line periodical “The First Anti-corruption Mass
Media”". The goal proclaimed by the founder (Inter-
regional public organization for promotion of state man-
agement improving and anti-corruption policy “Sodeyst-
viye” (Promotion)) is professional information support
of anti-corruption policy. The Editorial staff makes
journalist’s investigations, renders information support
to entrepreneurs and law-enforcement bodies, publishes

facts and corruptive schemes. Successfully building
state-civil communications, the periodical is an expert
media site for the issues of corruption counteraction.

Thus, the attention of the authorities and the civil
society to anti-corruption problem increases; the
struggle is carried out in both real and virtual spaces,
with both traditional and innovative communicative
technologies. However, the international, all-Russia
and Republic polls show dissatisfaction of the popula-
tion with the anti-corruption policy.

According to Transparency International, only
5 % of the polled Russians consider the anti-corrup-
tion efforts of the government to be efficient, and no
one marked the policy as “very efficient”. This low
evaluation was made in 2012-2013, when media-
space was filled with celebrated investigations which,
however, did not influence the level of authorities’
activities legitimation.

According to WCIOM research?!, the share of
the Russians who think that the governmental anti-
corruption policy is inefficient is larger than the share
of those who marks positive trends (52 % and 45 %
accordingly).

The results of anti-corruption monitoring of Ta-
tarstan Republic in 2013 show, that the majority of re-
spondents (52,7 %) think that the measures taken by the
state can only partially reduce the corruptive crimes®.

Conclusions

The low estimation of the anti-corruption policy
efficiency proves that the society demands a transition
from declaring the principle of power transparency
towards open data, public participation initiated by the
citizens and horizontal communication. Implementation
of'the right for information access and for participation
in the free information exchange launches not only
information but all other mechanisms of preventing
and eliminating corruptive factors and circumstances.

Thus, the main directions of anti-corruption policy
information support in Russia should be concentrated

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on the intensive development of the following social-
communicative technologies:

— Services of the Open government;

— Independent mass media of anti-corruption
orientation;

— anti-corruption communities of civil activists
in social networks;

—motivation of the journalists through the system
of contests and grants provided by state and non-state
funds;

— social advertisement of anti-corruption themes.

Thus, optimization of anti-corruption system of
public communications requires complex social-
communicative technologies, integrating informa-
tion-communicative, media, advertising, reflexive-
motivational and PR approaches.
